International Trade Commission has estimated that the taniff cuts alone in the
U.5.Korea trade agresment will increase exports of American goods by 510 billion to 511
bilhion. Puerto Baco, as a ULS. temtory curently presents riself with benefiting immensaly
iz all areas of the negohated FTA. Also, with the passage of the EORUS FTA Puerfo Rico
can possibly become the mmportant catalyst for Eorea-U.5. trade expansion within the
Canbbean, Central Amenca and Latin Amenca regron.

The event will diseuss the immense opportumbes for Korea and the U5, parinership
globally and mn the region as 1t relates for example, to forelgn imvestment and regional
security. U5, trade with Eorea wia Puerto Rico for 2010 totaled $75 million in exports and
$162 million in imports. The trade increase from 2009 to 2010 was 62.6% ($9%m to
$162m). Many global Eorean companies already have a very strong presence in Puerto
Fico while different sectors in Puerto Eico are aggressively seeking a presence 1o Asia via
Eorea. Interest in having a Korean delegation wisit the island 15 lngh m Puerto Bico and it
will be of great benefit to Puerto Fico, the 1.5, Eorea and the repion as 1t relates frade
expansion, cultural ‘educational exchanges and diplomatic relafions.
